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The Event 

The event is a closed to club non speed event. It will consist of a series of Khanacross, 

Motorkhana and Special tests. The event is open to Rover Scout Motorsport members only, 

hereafter called the Event. The event permit no. is: 308/0806/02 

The event will be conducted under and in accordance with the CAMS OH&S and Risk 

Management Policies, which can be found at www.cams.com.au 

Authority 

The event will be conducted under the International Sporting Code of the FIA, the National 

Competition Rules of the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport, the Khanacross 

regulations, the National Motokhana Code, the Rover Scout Standing Regulations, the event 

supplementary regulations and any further regulations that may be issued. 

Place and Date 

The event will be conducted at Mafeking Rover Park, Highlands – Caveat Road, Caveat, 6-9 

of June 2008. The surface is dirt. 

Further Regulations Requirements 

As at 30 April 2008 

1. Crew Members  

a. All Rovers that are participating in the competition as drivers or passengers 

must be the holder of at least a CAMS Level 2NS competition licence and be 

between 17.5 and 26.5 years of age.  

b. If a crew does not have a Rover Advisor (‘RA’), an alternate RA may be 

appointed, for the purposes of driving the RA’s event, as long as the alternate 

RA has not competed in any other aspect of the competition as a driver. 

c. If a crew has more than one entry, the RA may compete in the RA’s event for 

each entry. 

d. If a crew does not have the minimum number of Rovers to participate in the 

competition, they may appoint Rovers from other crews, for the purposes of 

being a passenger in the crew’s vehicle, as long as the appointed Rovers 

have not competed in that particular test as a driver or passenger. 

2. Entries 

a. Crews may have more than one entry in the competition. 

b. If a crew has more than one entry, each driver is allowed to compete once in 

each vehicle. 

 

3. Competition and Layout 

a. If a crew has more than one entry, results for each entry shall be decided on 

the total of elapsed times of the courses completed for each entry, plus any 

penalties. 

b. In the event that a crew has more than one entry, results may not be 

combined between entries to achieve a preferred result and must remain 

separate. 

c. If a crew has more than one entry, the crew may not replace entries in the 

event of mechanical breakdown or failure by any of the vehicles.
